moment; year.” (1) Yowm has several meanings.
(la) The word represents the period of “day-
light” as contrasted with nighttime: “While the
earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and
cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day
and night shall not cease” (Gen 8:22). (1b) The
word denotes a period of twenty-four hours:
“And it came to pass, as she spake to Joseph

(5a2) It may also
mean “one day,” or “about this day”: “And it
came to pass about this time, that Joseph went
into the house to do his business” (Gen 39:11).
(5a3) On Joseph’s lips, the phrase connotes
“this present result” (literally, “as it is this
day”): “But as for you, ye thought evil against
me; but God meant it unto good, to bring to
pass, as it is this day, to save much people alive”
(Gen 50:20). (5a4) Adonijah used this same
phrase to represent “today”: “Let king Sol-
omon swear unto me today that he will not
slay his servant” (1 Kin 1:51).

(6) The first biblical occurrence of yowm is
found in Gen 1:5: “And God called the light
Day, and the darkness he called Night.

(7a) Perhaps
the most frequently heard explanations are
that these “days” are (7al) 24 hours long, (7a2)
indefinitely long (i.e., eras of time), or (7a3)
logical rather than temporal categories (i.e.,
they depict theological categories rather than
periods of time).
